Secretary Report:  Approved as submitted.  Sent out mailers to Band, Choir, Strings parents asking for volunteers.  Total cost for stamps and envelopes was $155.80.
Treasurer Report:  Approved as submitted.

Directors Report:

Kevin Phillips – Not present, but sent an e-mail report.  There is a Cabaret Concert coming up on November 19th.  Need concert uniforms back, don’t have enough uniforms for Middle School and High School.  45 Students need to be signed up for Disney trip.  Clawson will be hosting both the Middle School and High School Band Festivals this year.
Nick Kuhl – Choir concert November 11th, 7:00 pm at the High School.  Middle School and High School performance.  Hired musicians including choreographer, base player, drummer and accompanist.  Volunteers needed for ticket sales and 50/50 drawing.  20 students going to MSU in March.

Tavia DiSalvio – November 8th High School Strings performed at Blair Memorial Library between 1 and 2 pm.  December 17th 6th-12th grade Strings Winter Concert is at 6:30 pm.

Kim Brown will coordinate the Spaghetti Dinner.  Need to schedule performance times and send them home in advance so people know when to come and see performances.  Nick has a fundraiser idea for a “garage sale”.  People can bring in items to sell.  If each student were required to donate a few items there would be lots to sell.  Leslie VanSickle suggestged doing this during the summer.  All in attendance like Nick’s idea.
